RESURGAM: CONVIVIUM

Sunday 5 June, 6.30pm. Wigona Arnoldharp, David Leighorgan, Mark Duley
director.

The title of Resurgam’s June concert might be wg#ty for an up-market dining
club; in fact, it alludes to the feast of Corpusri€in which takes place two days
before. Much wonderful music has been writtenandur of “the sacred feast”, as
a vehicle for the colourful metaphysical poetryridun its liturgy. This hour-long
programme is indeed a feast, with music from thdesnth, nineteenth and
twentieth centuries, a variety of different vocabgpings, and the added richness
of harp and organ.

From the Renaissance come two very different agbesm to the feast — the
introvert intensity of recusant Catholicism in Emgdl as heard in motets by Byrd
and Tallis, and the full-blooded continental exw@mee of Victoria. These works
then constitute a foil to the rich harmonic langeiaand texture of French late-
nineteenth and early-twentieth centuries, as haardvorks by Fauré, Roger-
Ducasse and Messiaen.

The programme concludes with Gerald Finzls, the Full Final Sacrifice
presented in its original 1946 version for orgad ahoir. This extended festival
anthem is a minor masterpiece of English twenteethtury music and sets a text
by Richard Crashaw, itself based on propers forfdast by Thomas Aquinas
(some of which appear earlier in the programme).cémtrast to the long
polyphonic lines of the earlier works, here worasl anusic have an intimate
relationship, the syllabic flexibility of the vocalriting subtly resonating and
amplifying the texts heard earlier, forming a fasting counterpoint to the dark
intimacy with which the programme begins.

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MAKING A DIFFERENCE

Volunteer-Guides in Saint Patrick’s (not all of whare members of the Church
of Ireland) tread a fine line between emphasizimg lhroad religious attraction of

one of Ireland’s largest Cathedrals which offerkeast two services each day and,
according to recent figures, the island’<"1Bost sought-after tourist destination
with 345,985 visitors last year.

As reflected in the Iveagh window in the North Tsapt we are privileged to

welcome people from a wide range of countries lldges and in various states of
health. Most have a ready appreciation of wherg #ire, and use their (often
limited) time to wander round armed with the Catlagédeaflet in one of sixteen

languages, to sit quietly and to pray and maydgghd a candle.

Frequently it appears that few visitors from abrbade spoken to anyone who has
not taken money from them, and many have questbosat the country in general
and Dublin especially, particularly regarding oonplex history and our politics.
Very recently, one American wanted to sing the [®rdrayer, which she did
unaccompanied and without a microphone to greacefbut most want to take
photographs. Nearly all are enthusiastic aboutritagbme to this country and in
many cases the stories of their connection aranfaisicg, a number concerning
grandparents or great-uncles among the 49,000mashkilled in the First World
War.

Not all want the full package of a guided tour afr Patrick’s. For many a brief
talk on our Patron Saint, or Swift (about whom thajority of visitors are very
well informed), or on the Cathedral and its deveaiept, is quite sufficient. One
becomes adept at providing information within agsoale or an interest-span and
to be selective in transmitting the store of knalgle one may be all too eager to
exercise. Thus emboldened (and sometimes relievediscover that there is
nothing further to pay) a number come back withstjoas, to most of which
(where are the “green man” and the “veiled lady3@) not all (why are there two
death-masks of Swift?) we have ready answers. Stla@rd our visitors include
experts on a staggering number of subjects, hawe sfecific points or testing
Issues to raise — ranging from architectural citiess and the central heating to
Irish regimental memorials and the Reformation.
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| greatly admire those among my colleagues who @mge visitors in groups to
say short prayers in their own language, and omgcpkarly who says prayers in
Irish; but in truth each volunteer — and they ar@nch from a wealth of different
experiences — has his or her own way of unobtriysivelping to make the most of
the visitor’'s time. It's an added bonus when thex@aon duty mingles with
people in the Cathedral; one was amazed to discauweurist who hailed from
where her son lives in America.

There are of course down-times when there are fewthe Cathedral, and
sometimes of an afternoon the organ has to be tdrigde in which to make new
discoveries and do some research, and if you'reylliave a word with Charlie
Reede, the Ringing Master, who always has an ateagohis sleeve. Last, but
not least, the Cathedral would not be the places iwithout the loyalty and

enthusiasm of Gavan’s staff who are bright on thestiest of mornings and
cheerful on the gloomiest of evenings.

To me, it's the last verse of Philip LarkinGhurch Goingwhich best encapsulates
the Cathedral’'s magic and its pre-Reformation Qiansmessage of to-day. “In
whose blent air all our compulsions meet, are reisagl, and shape our destinies”.

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SERMON PREACHED BY THE RT. REVD M.G. St A. JACKSON AT
THE GENERAL SYNOD SERVICE ON 6 MAY.

St Matthew 13.45, 46A merchant looking out for fine pearls found onevery
special value; so he went and sold everything tedrad bought it.

Time and again, in the Gospel accounts of thedifelesus, we hear our Lord
offering parables as aids to understanding thriegsh

who he is, what is happening and why things hareadly changed.

Parables are prophetic. They tell us what has heggpand they invite us to follow
Jesus the Master. The call at the heart of eachbfeis that we are to be his
disciples. What | find particularly exciting is theo much of his teaching is for
people who, in other circumstances, would not Hzaek the opportunity to hear it
— the people of the land, Galileans, those whom @eeéts face to face in their
suffering, in their need, in their shame, in thexclusion and in their non-entity.
The message consistently is that the kingdom of, @&l kingdom of heaven, is
theirs to embrace and to enjoy — totally fr&&e are called today to be those
people, to love those people who are an extendiario we are and to travel with
them into the kingdom which is God’s will for thwrch and for the world. The
Gospel is being lived to the full every single day situations which seem
unspectacular but which sparkle and shimmer wighgitace of God.

The parable of the pearl of great price offersrusnany ways a parable for our
times and for the Church of Ireland in our pariecuhnd peculiar times. A once-
looming recession has now deepened. Income, whkias iessential to the life of
the church as to any other large-scale institutisnfar from plentiful. Morale
begins to flag and commitment can soon follow agfing too. We are, all of us,
in a sense held hostage to the recognition thap#st is unsustainable. Yet we
know that we are called to a future which is thegkiom of God living in and
through us. This is an uncomfortable and, in mamaysy unpleasant place to be.
Discomfort shapes response and yet response ithe to something different
and something far better.

Such is the climate of meeting in which this Geh&ynod has been convened —
and we should welcome the opportunity to recogthze reality with honesty, to
debate it with honesty and to make courageous aragjinative decisions with
honesty. Because it is a real opportunity to ptimeiand to be bound together in
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common witness. In Synod we gather in the Spirg, equipped by the Spirit to
face change, to hail it like a taxi which will take where we want to go and to
cherish it. We have, during all three of these d#yes opportunity to use this time

to be adventurous and imaginative every bit as naschautious and prudent. We
have the opportunity to reclaim, as Christian pe@sid as committed members of
the Church of Ireland, the reality that wise useewisting resources can take us
very far when combined with spiritual imaginatiom a climate of ready
expenditure, it was something we had begun to ferg® the learning of it will be
painful but can also be highly creative. The paratl the pearl of great price
teaches us once again that what is costly in Cisrigtofitable in service and that
making space for what is worthoregives us the fullness of God in our hearts and
lives.

As a church, we want to rise to the challenge amowt bit in our day. The signs
are there and the pointers are clear. Our lot matyhave fallen in what the
psalmist callsa fair ground but this is the ground in which we find ourselnese
and now. Straitened financial circumstances brimgrtown opportunities. We
need to see and to seize them.

Lived and living diversity, as commended to usha broad sweep of the work of
the Hard Gospel, asks us to live a generosity it sphich goes far beyond the
toleration of those who are different - and it cetgery way. The Church of
Ireland, as | know it, love it and belong to igshdeveloped the capacity to show
real unity across a breadth of theological posg#iaich to many, at many times,
seemed unbridgeable. This is a pearl of great price

Exciting movement forward between the Church ofalmd and the Methodist
Church in Ireland has taken place, not least iatieh to the ‘hard talk’ required
for the mutual recognition of ministry. The Covehas very much part of the
weave of both churches..

The Theological Institute is one of the most erxgtdevelopments in the Church
of Ireland in the recent past. It has met headremieed to prepare those who will
do the work of God in specific ways in the fored#eduture for a ministry with
their eyes open to the world. It has professioedliministerial formation while at
the same time deepening and broadening the voehfiormation which lies at its
heart. It has grappled honestly with perceivedraadl disparities between non-
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stipendiary and stipendiary ordained ministry as/emebefore. It offers an
equivalence of status to residential and distasaening. It provides equivalence
of training possibilities to lay and clerical alik&nd it is not frightened to factor in
pioneer ministries as part of the essential wed\beochurch in what ialreadya
post-parochial age.

The event of Easter takes us forward to the witeéd3entecost. At all points in
the compass, God is encouraging us to seize theemioamd to use it. Let us listen
to Jesus. Let us follow the lead of the merchanwfioom it was worth giving up

all that he had in order to get what he really wdntin giving up what he had
gathered up, he received more than he ever expeatedsod of true God.

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AN ABBREVIATED VERSION OF A SERMON PREACHED BY THE
REVD DARREN MCCALLIG ON TRINITY SUNDAY.

It can seem almost impossible to relate this abistiactrine - hammered out in the
philosophical language of the fourth century -Hhe toncerns of the twenty-first

century world. Besides, what exactly does it meansay that God is three

“persons” in one divine life? How can one plus @hes one equal one? How does
any of this relate to our everyday attempts to eed and fruitful lives?

Well, first let me say this, dogmas and doctrines aot dirty words. I'm
sometimes tempted to think they are! But in facgmdas and doctrines are
unavoidable. As G.K. Chesterton told us, “There anly two kinds of people.
Those who accept dogmas and know it and those wbepa dogmas and don't
know it.” In other words, we all have basic fundata ideas, doctrines about life,
about what constitutes a good life, about whattisnately important to us, about
what it's all about. Some people are aware that tieere these beliefs and are up
front about them, some people aren’t. But we alielthem.

OK then, fair enough. We all have fundamental felebout the meaning of life.
We all have basic doctrines. But why should we bthéred with this particular
one, this doctrine of the Trinity? God as Fath@em 8nd Holy Spirit? Well, here’s
the thing. Here’s the one insight I'd like to passto you today. The doctrine of
the Trinity isn’t just about God. It's abowts The doctrine of the holy and
undivided Trinity is a doctrine about what it isde human.

God is Trinity - God is a loving communion of pemso- and we are made in the
image and likeness of this God - so what doessiimaiabout us? It says: We were
createdby a community of love tde ourselves a community of love. It says God
Is not solitary and neither are we. The Trinity sayur longing to live as
community, not as isolated strangers or individzalsumers - that this longing to
live in community is at the heart of all realitatthe heart of God’s own life.

The doctrine of the Trinity says we are createt@édogether in love, distinct but
one. The doctrine of the Trinity says that justFasher, Son and Holy Spirit are
what they are only in relationship to one anotheo too it is for us. | cannot be
me without you. You cannot be you without me.
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Listen to this from John of Damascus: “Father, &od Holy Spirit are like three
dancers, holding hands, dancing together in peifect, perfect freedom and
perfect harmony. They are deeply one yet theyraeet They are unified in one

intimate, indissoluble substance, yet they are ge@able community. Most
importantly, they are what they are only in relaibip to one another - in shared
purpose, and in mutual love that is expressed giraach other for eternity. And
so should we be united together.”

The doctrine of the Trinity then, (in this understang of it,) is an invitation to
dance. An invitation to be swept up in the divimebeace and to join the banquet
to whicheveryonas invited. An invitation to find ourselves, ouue selves, not in
isolation, but in community; community with eacthet and community with the
mystery at the heart of all life.

So, you see, far from being irrelevant, the doetohthe Trinity is, all too relevant
to our lives and to our world. On a global leve? fhrinity’s invitation to real and
loving community is a standing indictment of unfagonomic structures which
condemn millions to avoidable starvation, diseas# @eath. The Trinity’s call to
radical solidarity is a divine denunciation of pickal and religioussystems that
divide the world into an “us” and a “them.”

The Trinity’s insistence that a true human beingaisbeing in communion”
undermines all those high walls we like to builadvalls around our hearts, walls
our homes, walls around our country. In Trinitar@hristianity we arall in this
together and none of us is truly healed until wesadirhealed.

The earliest followers of Jesus weren'’t called ‘i€teins”. They weren't called
“Trinitarians”. They weren’'t even called “Believérd’hey were called followers
of the Way. Christianity isn’t ultimately a Creenllte believed, a set of dogmas to
be accepted, or even a collection of doctrinesetaffirmed. Christianity is a love
story. It's an invitation to a new way of living’d an invitation to dance.

Catherine of Sienna, the fourteenth century mystimte this: “I won't take no for
an answer, God began to say to me, when he opesedms each night wanting
us to dance.”
