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SERMON PREACHED BY THE VERY REVD VICTOR STOCK, DEAN
OF GUILDFORD AT THE FRIENDS’ FESTIVAL SERVICE

The second verse of the first chapter of the latfePaul to the Romans: ‘This
Gospel God announced beforehand in sacred Scriptiareugh his prophets. Itis
about his Son. On the human level he was bornavid>s stock, but on the level
of the Spirit, the Holy Spirit, he was declared SdrGod by a mighty act, in that
he rose from the dead. It is about Jesus Chust,ord.’

As early as the year 56 AD we have St Paul speatkiagelational language of

God, as he understands God to be unveiled in JeBus.Gospel, the good news,
is about Jesus, already by now called the Christn at the human level of

David’s stock, but on the level of the Spirit, tHely Spirit, declared to be the Son
of God. This thunderous doctrinal introductionthe great letter to the Romans
grows out of two things: human experience and el believed he had been

Here years have gone by since the letter to the dRemyears of missionary
expansion, evangelism, the founding of churchegl ®testing in the fire of
suffering, and so, the doctrine of God takes Tamdtn shape, and yet is given to
us in the language of friendship: ‘Be assured, lvaith you always to the end of
time’. This is God as friend.

I've worked at Guildford for more than nine yeamanand deal every day with the
language of religion, and although that might seenobvious thing for any priest
to say, let alone the dean of a cathedral, it'digeéa to remind a group of
Cathedral Friends that we can be occupied with ampunt of committees.
Indeed, at Guildford we have committees about cditees, and any amount of
management, and any amount of fundraising, andaamunt of strategy, and yet
forget that we are here simply to be attentivéhtd titter mystery we call God.
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| worked for fourteen years in the City of Londoh &t Mary-le-Bow. On
Tuesdays we had something called the Bow Dialogmeshich we listened in
conversation to interesting people, the Foreigir&ary, the Editor of the Times,
the winner of the Booker Prize, a number of pedpden Rabbi Lionel Blue to
Dame Judi Dench, and many friendships were made. p€rson who invented the
Dialogues, Joseph McCulloch, said there should tfeuach in which conversation
takes place, not just preaching, to which | addBae Church is always answering
the questions nobody is asking’. But we can sayithour human experience, our
Christian tradition, there is conversation withind; the conversation between the
Father and the Son that issues in the work, presand power of the Holy Spirit.

The letter to the Romans half way through the fasttury and the Gospel of
Matthew towards the end of the first century, alictree other New Testament
writers before, between and after, deal implicitlfiy,not explicitly, with what
human persons have come to believe about Jeseslireythe nature and purpose
of God, and making that nature and purpose prasefthe Holy Spirit's power.
Within Church and New Testament there is much hys®ome uniting, but much
dividing, especially where Christian people became explicit and too certain,
and lose the God-given necessity of holy reticence.

Simon Tugwell of Blackfriars, Oxford, ilVays of Inperfectiomas written: ‘The
Church has known many different moods in the coofdastory ... And it is not
necessarily in her “best” moments, when she is mosfident and clear, that she
Is most true to herself. There is a kind of ursfattoriness written into her very
constitution, because she is only a transitionghnisation, keeping people and
preparing them for a new creation, in which God wé all and in all, and every
tear will be wiped away. When she speaks too sicushe may obscure the fact
that her essential business is with “what no eyede®n, no ear has heard, nor has

it entered the heart of man™.

In England we were much moved by the glimpses we dfaHer Majesty the
Queen’s visit to this Republic and to your Presiddfor the British Sovereign, at
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85, to come to Ireland and bow her head at a @aceed to the memory to those
who gave their lives in the fight against the BhtiCrown, that spoke loudly, and

the obvious warmth, and we might say, friendshgiween the President and the
Queen was tangible, a friendship that can’t jusptaeluced out of a hat during the
panoply and formality of a state visit, but hasrbpespared for.

The Friends of a cathedral exist for one purposky,do help the Dean and

Chapter in their primary and fundamental task ofnta@ning and developing a

holy place, where the rumour of God can be kepealand through prayer and
worship the God who reveals Himself to us in frighig is worshipped, is given

centre stage, not overwhelmed by strategies, caesit events, management or
fundraising. This is why each Cathedral Frienddse® make space in his or her
life for prayer and for worship, especially for wbip, in this Cathedral of St

It is not surprising that large tracts of St Pauétter to the Romans and of the
Apostle’s other writings do not lodge in the memdor Paul deals with doctrine,
with ideas, but does so often without the devicstofy-telling, whereas so much
of Matthew and the other Gospel writers lodge mithind because we have within
that literature a tradition of deep friendshipsgiat. It would be valuable today to
pause for a moment to thank God for the friendshipsn which you rely, that
matter most to you, for which you're most gratefahd to resolve, secondly,
because of these blessings, to bring others irgoathbit of the Friends of St
Patrick’s. It is part of the Christian revelatitirat the language of God, where we
speak of Father and Son and Spirit, is the lango&genversation and movement,
the language of descent and ascent, of incarnatidnof atonement, the language
of divine friendship. How wonderful, thereforeatiwe should be meeting to give
thanks for the Friends of this Cathedral Churclayodn the Feast of the Blessed
Trinity, the root and ground of all our endeavours.

Put anothey.wlaow do you explore God
and then not just stop with the first experiencgng to regain it... like people’s
nostalgia for their youth?

| wonder where you start. | could say 'Handshgs¢ for God the Father'. Some
of us start with a sense of God as creator of tbddwin all its wonder. God,
glorious and great; mysterious and very deep; be&yeomd above us, within and
beside us. St Augustine (the same one) wrote of i@dds 'Confessions': ‘You,
my God, are supreme... You are the most hidden frerand yet the most present
amongst us, the most beautiful and yet the moshgirever enduring and yet we
cannot comprehend you. You are unchangeable angloyechange all things.
You are never new, never old, and yet all thingeeh@ew life from you."
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For Augustine, God to be worshipped and adoreghprédach him kneeling, which
Is hard to do, but wonderful when you do it. Tbeging for God the Father is
deep within us; indeed it is probably there, wajtia be discovered in all of us.
Yet we need the other persons of the Trinity. WHB&tause this creator God may
seem remote or his presence has been overlaid @amzkaled by all kinds of
unhelpful experiences (perhaps indeed by experiehdathers) - and we do not
have enough in a creator God to give us salvatahl@ad us into new life.

In St John's Gospel, Philip says to Jesus ‘Lordwstis the Father’ and Jesus says
‘Whoever has seen me has seen the Father.” (JaBh 14 other words, God is
more than a creator; he is as he is in Jesus. @@ land cares as Jesus did; he
also goads and challenges. He is not a mere tis@iriGod, but the one who
overturns the tables in the temple. And God éskimd of God who suffers with
and for us — able to bear our sins - opening wideahms for us on the cross.
Some of us are Father people; others are Jesusepebbe immensely attractive
person of Jesus; that is where many start: ‘whHaead we have in Jesus’. Yet the
temptation with Jesus is to walk with him as friemad brother, excluding the
great sweep and majesty of the Creator of all #hiegcluding too all those people
who are not (or have not had the chance to bek Je=nple.

The Trinity is an exploration in theology and aisdife: in trying to give the best
shape to Christian belief — accumulated experie@icgod. And that is especially
seen in what might be described as the last payktime Trinity: the Holy Spirit.
Through some of Christian history, the Church heesnbBinitarian not Trinitarian:
a Father and a Son and maybe a little of the ViMary and/or wisdom too, but
not much of the Holy Spirit. So there is littleudd in my mind that it is the
contemporary emphasis, in our culture, on expeedhat has helped Christianity
to discover more of the Spirit as a true part ef Thinity.

If you took a world survey, the Holy Spirit is wleemany do start: world
Christianity is a strange and wonderful thing, Btwwing in all kinds of
unexpected directions, some of them pretty wild aatlvery C. of I. or C. of E.
Yet we can learn of God: God present and activaimives now, so that Christian
life is fresh, immediate to our experience. Godirgy new life and hope and
leading us into the truth, experienced togetheriadvidually.

| heard two stories - both of the birth of Down'gn@rome babies to families.
One was to a family which was initially deeply sked, but then gradually -
through the love and prayers of people round therame to see their new child
