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My favourite photographs of Saint
Patrick•s are those taken from the
forecourt of Kevin Street Garda Station. It
gives me great pleasure therefore, to
introduce to our members a very beautiful
and unique painting by the artist Don
Donohoe, based on one such photograph.

Don was a Superintendent in An Garda
Siochana but is now retired and devotes
much of his time to art. Not surprisingly,
Garda Stations, with which he was
associated during his years of service,
feature prominently in his collection.
These paintings have been reproduced in
a series of postcards, the reverse side
showing a photograph of Don•s passing
out parade at the Garda Depot in Phoenix

Park in 1955. He served as a Sergeant in Kevin Street Garda Station from 1961
to 1964, so he is no stranger to the Cathedral or to life in St. Patrick•s Close. I
was a pupil in the Cathedral Grammar School during Don•s term of service
•next doorŽ, before I, too, joined the Force.

He had studied art in his youth, worked as a •CasterŽ with Connemara Plaster
Crafts, producing fine art figures and then joined An Garda Siochana in 1954.
In 1997, three years after his retirement, Don returned to the world of art. His
painting of a •Joycean Theme• won the International Police Association Art
Award in Florence, Italy in 2001.

In the tradition of artistic licence, Don has his own style of expression. In order
to give this scene a sense of authenticity, he removed a sliver of wood from the
door frame of the Station Sergeant•s office door, through which he had entered
many times. This sliver of wood is featured in his painting, positioned over the
entrance door. It is visible on close examination in the original painting.

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He also chipped stones from the walls of the old station building and
incorporated them into the stone setting, in the form of a foundation stone,
bearing the name of the station and the date of his painting.

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The Memorials and Statues in Saint Patrick•s Cathedral

We are all familiar with the many statues and memorial plaques in our national
Cathedral but how many of us know the stories behind the people.  We will have
an occasional series of articles about some of these individuals beginning with
James Whitesideƒ

In the South Aisle of Saint Patrick•s
Cathedral is a fine marble statue by
Albert Bruce Joy of James
Whiteside, Lord Chief Justice of
Ireland from 1866 to 1876.

James Whiteside was born on the
12th August 1804 in Delgany, Co
Wicklow. His father William was a
Church of Ireland curate at the
time and his brother John was
sometime rector of Ripon. He was
educated at Trinity College
Dublin, where he had a not very
distinguished career, but attained
both BA and MA in 1832, then
went to the Inner Temple London,
and was called to the Irish Bar in
1830. In 1833 he married Rosetta
Napier, daughter of William
Napier and sister of Sir Joseph
Napier, Lord Chancellor of
Ireland. They had no family.

Lord Chief Justice 
Rt Hon James Whiteside

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Whiteside made rapid progress at the Bar, and took silk as a QC in 1842. He
very rapidly acquired a large practice, and gained a reputation for oratory which
rivalled his great 18th Century contemporaries. He defended Daniel O•Connell,
•the LiberatorŽ, in the  state trial of members of the Repeal Movement in 1843,
which catapulted him into the very forefront of the Irish Bar, but in 1844 his
health began to trouble him and he spent some time in Italy. Whilst there he
published  a best-selling book in 1848 entitled •Italy in the Nineteenth CenturyŽ.
This translation, in three volumes, of a work by Luigi Canini ran to six editions,
and he followed this a year later with •Viccissitudes of the Eternal CityŽ. In 1868,
he published •Essays and LecturesŽ followed, in 1870, by •Early Sketches of
Eminent PersonsŽ.

He returned to Ireland in 1848, and defended William Smith O•Brien in the most
controversial state trial of the decade. Smith O•Brien had planned a national
uprising to overthrow British rule, but the whole thing came to an inglorious end
in a skirmish with forty-six policemen in Widow McCormack•s cabbage garden
in Ballingarry, Co. Tipperary. Smith O•Brien was sent for trial in Clonmel, where,
despite Whiteside•s skilful defence, he was found guilty of high treason and
sentenced to death. Reprieved, he was transported to Tasmania for five years,
returned to Ireland in 1856, but took no further part in politics. His statue stands
in O•Connell Street, Dublin.

In 1851 Whiteside was elected Conservative MP for Enniskillen and, a year
later, was appointed Solictor-General for Ireland in Lord Derby•s first
administration. This somewhat diminished his previous popularity amongst Irish
nationalists and in 1858 he became Attorney-General. A year later he was
elected MP for Dublin University and served in that capacity until he became a
judge. As Attorney-General, his greatest success was the Yelverton Case, a
huge Victorian cause celebre. A Crimean War nurse, Therese Longworth, sued
a Major Yelverton, whom she claimed to have married but who had
subsequently abandoned her, denying the marriage. The case attracted
massive publicity and, after Whiteside had delivered a hugely popular speech
on Mrs. Yelverton•s behalf, the court found in her favour. Whiteside was
cheered when next he entered the House of Commons.

Awarded an Honorary Doctorate from Oxford University in 1863, he was again
briefly Attorney-General from 1866 until he was appointed Lord Chief Justice of
Ireland on the death of Lord Justice LeFroy. (It was said, however, that he felt
slighted at not being offered the Chancellorship and tried unsuccessfully to
obtain it. This led to a bitter and long-standing breach with his brother-in-law 
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Sir Joseph Napier, who had also sought it). He was not terribly successful as a
judge. His gifts were more forensic and rhetorical and were more suited to the
Bar. He is remembered more for his advocacy than for any judicial
pronouncements. His style was, in the words of a contemporary, that of one
•impetuously burying facts and law under a golden avalanche of discursive
eloquenceŽ. An imposing figure, at 6 foot 4 inches tall, he was said to be
•without doubt, the wittiest and most humourous man at present at the Bar in
IrelandŽ. Certainly, there seems little doubt but that he was one of the great
orators of the 19th Century and one of the most brilliant names in the annals of
the Irish Bar. He is mentioned in James Joyce•s •UlyssesŽ as an example of the
standard of Irish forensic eloquence. 

A devout Anglican, he opposed the disestablishment of the Church of Ireland,
and could be said to represent some of the more reactionary societal strands
of Victorian Ireland.

He suffered much ill-health in later years and died at Brighton on 25th
November 1876. His funeral service was held in Saint Patrick•s Cathedral. It
was intended to bury him there, until it was discovered that an Act of Parliament
prohibited internments in the cathedral, so he was buried in Mount Jerome
Cemetery. His  statue by Thomas Woolner, unveiled by the Lord Chancellor on
the 15th. April 1880, stands in the Four Courts, Dublin. His statue by Albert
Bruce Joy was exhibited at the RA in 1880, before being moved to the North
Aisle of Saint Patrick•s Cathedral, Dublin a year later.

FriendsÕ Christmas in the Deanery



In 1991 the Friends of Saint Patrick•s Cathedral produced a cookery book,
St Patrick•s Pantry … A Recipe Collection,which contained a collection of
Recipes, Drawings and Anecdotes from well-known personalities of the day.
The following anecdote and recipe were submitted by Cecil Bradley, former
Canon and Dean•s Vicar.

No Love Lost
Dean Swift never got on too well with Archbishop William King (1650-1729),
who was at that time his neighbour living in St Sepulchre•s (now the Garda
Barracks in Kevin Street). A friend of the Dean•s told him one day that the
Archbishop was ill. Swift replied, •Nothing frivolous, I hope!Ž (Table Talk 5)

Sausage Pie (serves 4-6)
1 lb (450 g) sausage meat 1 medium onion, chopped
10 oz (275 g) flour 2 eggs, beaten
6 oz (175 g) margarine 2 oz (50 g) breadcrumbs
Pinch of salt 1 teaspoon tomato pureé
Water Salt and pepper

Swiss roll tin
Oven: gas mark 6; 400° F, 200° C

1 Make pastry using the flour and 5 oz (150 g) of the margarine, salt and
water.  Put in the fridge to cool.

2 Soften the onion in the remaining margarine without colouring.
3 Mix in all the other ingredients.
4 Roll out half the pastry and line the tin.
5 Put in the sausage mixture, roll out the other half of the pastry and put it

on top.
6 Brush with milk or egg yolk.
7 Cook in the oven for 45 minutes, then lower the temperature to gas mark

2, 300° F, 150° C and cook for a further 15-20 minutes.

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What is your favourite
view of Saint PatrickÕs?

The latter was a favourite view
of Dean Maurice Stewart. He
used it to illustrate the cover of
his book Memoir in Sermons,
saying that it had often provided
inspiration when he was writing.

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Last year, on the September
outing to Enniscorthy, fellow
travellers were asked for their
reaction to the idea of going to
Chester and Cumbria in 2010.
As a good number said they
were interested, preliminary
plans were made. Places to
visit include Beatrix Potter•s
house and the English Lake
District as well as Chester and
its Cathedral. Also a little place
called St Bees; its Priory is
named for its founder, Saint
Bega, who according to legend
came from Ireland. The details
of the trip are given on the
leaflet enclosed with this issue
of Saint Patrick•s People.

September Outing

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Travel light! (But prepare for changeable weather). The English Lake District,
like Ireland, is very beautiful but it has a reputation for being rainy and windy
and the evenings may be chilly.

The trip includes magnificent scenery with very many bodies of water. Only
one, Bassenthwaite Lake, near our hotel, is officially named a lake. The name
mere or water is usually given to a larger lake in the Lake District, while the
word tarn normally refers to a smaller one. Many poets have been inspired by
the Lake District. Wordsworth•s •I wandered lonely as a cloudŽ was inspired by
the daffodils near Ullswater; he went to school at Hawkshead and afterwards
lived at Grasmere - we shall pass through both. Samuel Taylor Coleridge lived
for some time in Keswick. Other writers and poets who visited the region, which
became a National Park in 1951, include Percy Bysshe Shelley, Sir Walter
Scott, John Keats, Lord Tennyson and Matthew Arnold. Early in the twentieth
century Beatrix Potter and Arthur Ransome also lived in the Lake District and
both placed books in that area. 

There is a lot to look forward to.

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At the East End of the North aisle
of Saint Patrick•s Cathedral there
is a fine stained glass window,
known as •The Mayo WindowŽ.
Made by Heaton, Butler & Bayne,
it depicts St Bartholomew in the
top light, and, in the lower, •The
stoning of StephenŽ. The window,
together with its brass inscription
plate underneath, commemorates
the 6th. Earl of Mayo, who was
assassinated in India in 1872. 

Richard Southwell Bourke was born
in Dublin on the 21st February
1822, the son of Robert, 5th Earl of
Mayo, and Anne Charlotte Jocelyn,
granddaughter of the Earl of
Roden. He spent 1838-9 travelling
in Europe with his parents before
entering Trinity College Dublin,
where he took an ordinary degree.
In 1845 he visited Russia, and in
1846 published an acutely
observed account of his travels: •St
Petersburg and Moscow: a Visit to
the Court of the CzarŽ. That year he

was active in Famine relief in Ireland and then, in 1847, he entered Parliament as
Protectionist Member for Kildare. A year later he married Blanche Wyndham,
daughter of Lord Leconfield, and they had four sons and three daughters together.
When his father succeeded to the Earldom in 1849, Bourke assumed the courtesy
title of Lord Naas. He represented Coleraine from 1852-7, and Cockermouth from
1857-68. In 1852 he was appointed Chief Secretary to Ireland in Lord Derby•s 1st
administration. He was to be Chief Secretary twice more, in Derby•s 3rd
administration in 1858 and in Disraeli•s 1st administration of 1866. In 1867 he
succeeded to the Earldom as the 6th Earl, and a year later, in November 1868,

6th Earl of Mayo
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he was made a Knight of St Patrick by the then Prime Minister, Benjamin Disraeli.
The following 12th January 1869, having long coveted the position, he was
appointed the 4th Viceroy of India, and a week later was invested KP at Calcutta.
He was installed by special dispensation on the 12th April, and his banner is one
of those which still hangs in the Cathedral. He proved to be a most effective
Viceroy, being energetic, buoyant and self-assured. His first duty was to improve
relations with Afghanistan, which he did to great effect, and in the next three years
he completed the first census, turned a deficient budget into a surplus, created a
Department for Agriculture and Commerce, sanctioned programmes of public
works and reform, and inaugurated a new system of railways. In fact, it was said
that he knew more about India after three years than most civil servants do in a
lifetime.

His interest in penal discipline went back to his Irish days, and he had been
involved in the drafting of the regulations for Port Blair in the Andaman Islands in
1871. He went to Port Blair as part of a tour of inspection to the Andaman Colony
and whilst there, was stabbed by Shere Ali, a Muslim/Afghan convict on the 8th
February 1872. There seems to have been no organised political plot, or indeed
any rational motive behind the murder, apart from the desire to kill someone of
noble blood. (When asked why he did it, Ali replied, •By order of GodŽ, and
added, •Among men I have no accomplice: God is my partnerŽ). However, in
parts of India Shere Ali was seen as a freedom fighter and martyr. The last
message he received before his execution was from Lady Mayo which read,
•God forgive you, as we doŽ.

The 6th Earl•s body was brought back to Ireland, allegedly in a barrel of rum,
giving rise to the villagers description of him as •The Pickled EarlŽ. He was
buried on the 26th April 1872 and his remains lie under a large Celtic cross in
the graveyard of the ruined medieval church in Johnstown, Co Kildare. His
former home, Palmerstown House, is close by. The Queen was represented at
the funeral by her son-in law, the Marquis of Lorne, who was married to
Princess Louise. A statue of him was erected in the main street in Cockermouth
on the 19th August 1875, the same year that the school he founded in India,
Mayo College, known as •India•s EtonŽ, was opened. His wife died in 1918.
